• VUP range is limited to 2.7 V…3.6 V without using the DC-DC (configuration examples
3 and 4 in the data sheet) including ULPCD.

• Min VBAT voltage = 2.8 V
• VDDPA overcurrent flag is not always generated in case of an overcurrent condition.

1. Do not disable the DPC and activate the RF field for IC's connected to antennas
matched "Symmetric" (for example, customer development board antenna). Possible
damage of the transmitter drivers due to over-current over long period might occur.
